Merlot was picked in September at 20 brix, Cabernet Sauvignon in October
at 23.5 brix.

Winemaking Notes

Merlot was whole cluster pressed. Cabernet was vinified with the saignée
method. A touch of Gewurztraminer was added to the blend to add inviting
floral notes. RS: 20 g/L, pH: 3.31, TA: 6.07. Bottled: February 16, 2011.
